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HADITHS ON DHIKR

“I am as My servant thinks of Me, and I am with him when he remembers Me. If he mentions Me within
himself, I mention him within Myself. If he mentions Me in a gathering, I mention him in a gathering
better than that” (Bukhari from Abu Hurayra).

“Oh people, verily Allah has hosts of angels that descend upon the gatherings of dhikr on this earth. So
graze in the gardens of Paradise!” They asked, “And what are those gardens of Paradise?” He g% replied,

“The gatherings of dhikr. So remember Allah morning and evening” (Bazzar & Hakim from Jabir).

“Allah Almighty has traveling angels scanning the earth, seeking gatherings of dhikr. When they come upon
a gathering of dhikr, they enshroud them with their wings and [due to their vast number and size, stack
upon one another until] they reach the heavens...Allah then says, “Bear witness that I have forgiven them”

(Muslim from Abu Hurayra).

“No group of people gather for the remembrance of Allah except that the angels surround them closely,
mercy envelops them, tranquility descends upon them, and Allah mentions them among those that are

with Him” (Muslim from Abu Hurayra).

Ibn ‘Abbas said, “Raising the voices in the dhikr after the obligatory prayers while people were leaving used
to happen in the time of the Prophet #%. I used to know that people were leaving if I heard it” (the

Shaykhayn, Bukhari & Muslim).

The Prophet & said, “Jibril came to me and said, ‘Tell your Companions to raise their voices with takbir

(Ahmad, Abu Dawud, Tirmidhi, Ibn Maja, Nasa’i).

The Prophet &z came upon some Companions sitting in a circle, making dhikr and asked, “What has made
you sit like this?” They said, “We are remembering Allah and praising Him.” He & said, “Jibril had just
come to me and informed me that Allah is showing you off to the angels” (Muslim & Tirmidhi from

Mu‘awiya).

Mujahid said, ““Abd Allah b. ‘Umar and Abu Hurayra used to go to the market place during the ten days
[of Dhul Hijja] and raise their voices in takbir. They would not go for any other purpose than that”

(Marwazi).

He also said, “At Mina ‘Umar used to begin making fakbir until the people of the masjid heard him, then
they would join him in the takbir. The people in the market would hear them, then they would begin

making takbir with them” (Marwazi).

Maymun b. Mahran said, “I lived at a time when the people would make takbir in the ten days (of Dhul

Hijja) so much it would be like the crashing waves of the sea” (Marwazi).



Suyuti says, “As for the hadith ‘The best dhikr is that which is silent,” it is considered so if the loud dhikr was
distracting to the people praying” (al-Hawi lil Fatawi, treatise on dhikr aloud).

“Make so much dhikr that people call you insane” (Hakim & Byahaqi from Abu Sa‘id al-Khudri).

The Prophet 2% passed by two gatherings of Companions. In one, they were calling unto Allah and
supplicating to Him. In the other they were teaching knowledge. He % said, “Both are full of goodness,

and one is better than the other (i.e. the circle of knowledge)” (Baqi b. Makhlad from ‘Abd Allah b. ‘Amr
b. al-‘Aas).

“No people gather for the remembrance of Allah except that a caller calls out from the Heavens saying to
them, ‘Rise forgiven! For I have changed your bad deeds into good deeds!”” (Bayhaqi from ‘Abd Allah b. al-
Mughaffal).

The Lord Supreme shall say on the Day of Judgement, “Today the great multitude shall know the recipients
of bounty.” Someone asked, “Who are the recipients of bounty oh Messenger of Allah #4°” He r replied,

“The gatherings of dhikrin the mosques” (Bayhaqi from Abu Sa‘id al-Khudri).

Ibn al-Arda‘ said, “I went with the Messenger of Allah g% one night and we passed by the masjid. There was
a man there raising his voice in dhikr. I said, ‘Perhaps he is showing off.” The Prophet #& said, ‘No; he is

enraptured in prayer (awwah)’” (Bayhaqi from Ibn al-Arda‘).

There was a man raising his voice in supplication whereupon someone said, “If only he would lower his

voice.” The Messenger £ said, “Leave him, for he is yearning (awwah)” (Bayhaqi from Jabir).

The Messenger £ said to a Laqit b. Sabira, “Shall I not inform you of the main pillar of the whole affair by
which you will achieve the best of this world and the next?” He said, “Yes!” He #% said, “Keep to the

gatherings of dhikr. And when you are alone, keep your tongue moving with the dhikr of Allah” (Asbahani).
